Cash Aid Program Key Elements

e Eligibility limited to families with children in the home.

e Time Limit — Lifetime limit of 60 months for employable adults.

* Household must include an enrolled member or descendent of a Federally
recognized tribe or the California Indian Judgment rolls.

e Requirement of 24 hours per week of approved work activities for
employable adults.

* Program focuses on work, self-sufficiency and personal responsibility.

Services Provided
* Monthly cash assistance.
* Referrals to employment, education and training providers.
* Supportive Services — child care, transportation, job skills training, drivers
license fees, vehicle repair, non-felony fines, business start up expenses, etc...
* Incentive Payments — Clothing allowances for school children attending
school, payments upon successful completion of educational goals,
payments for maintaining unsubsidized employment, etc...
